
lections that go into violation 

remain on the report—

highlighted red—and are report-

ed up to component leadership 

on a monthly basis. To avoid this 

scenario, we ask IMCOs to pro-

vide any suggestions on how we 

can make this report a more 

useful tool to identify collections 

requiring your attention. 

     As previously mentioned, we 

also ask that IMCOs alert ICB 

staff if you see a discrepancy in 

the report or if you can provide 

an updated status on any of your 

collections.  This will help us 

provide accurate information to 

leadership. 

     Thank you all in advance. 

With your assistance, ICB will 

continue to refine this tool so 

that it is more useful for all  

parties. 

Each month, the Information 

Collections Branch (ICB)  

provides Information Manage-

ment Control Officers (IMCOs) 

with a Monthly Report.  This 

report’s purpose is twofold. 

First, it alerts IMCOs of public 

collections that will expire in 

the next six months. Second, it 

communicates the status of 

active collections going through 

the renewal process. 

     Ideally, this report should 

function as a two-way street. 

While its initial use is to distrib-

ute information to IMCOs, we 

also ask that IMCOs provide 

updates back to ICB so that we 

can maintain an accurate cata-

logue of all collections. We are 

highlighting the report in this 

month’s newsletter not only to 

further explain how it can be 

used as a tool to keep your 

component in good standing, 

but also to solicit feedback on 

how we can improve it.  

     As you know, the process to 

clear public collection can be 

quite lengthy. The average 

timeframe is about six months 

for a renewal package. ICB noti-

fies IMCOs six months prior to 

expiration so that they can start 

contacting the Action Officer 

and submit the 60 day notice for 

publication. It is our hope that 

IMCOs start that process as 

soon as the collection appears 

on the monthly report. Please 

do not wait until the last minute 

to submit the 60 day notice, as 

many things can go wrong or 

complicate a package in the 

later stages. 

     Even with this advanced 

notice, DoD’s violations list has 

grown at a troubling pace. Col-

You may recall 

Tony speaking to us during 

one of ICB’s previous train-

ings, where he provided a 

lot of excellent information 

about how you go about 

coordinating with DMDC 

for your survey reviews. To-

gether, these two individuals 

will be the Department’s 

technical experts on every-

thing related to surveys, and I 

hope to be able to bring our 

new OMB statistician, known 

to us as “Statistics Bob,” to 

the Mark Center sometime 

soon for a presentation.
